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The “Dos Plumas” lodge is located in the north of San Luis Province in a new agricultural frontier in 

Argentina. Is the farming area with the largest irrigated surface in the country. 

Farmers produce corn, peanuts, sorghum, soybeans, and wheat with pivot irrigation systems, 

gathering at least twelve harvests –one every 20 days– during the March-August season. The farming 

area is surrounded by endless roosts, where doves and pigeons breed. 

In addition to these features, we have been managing the hunting pressure over pigeons for the last 20 

years. 

The combination between food, big roost, and low hunting pressure makes the number of doves and 

pigeons larger every year.

Our visitors can enjoy shooting thousands of doves per day and at the same lodge, the most consistent 

passing pigeons and English-style pigeons over decoy hunting like in no other place.

Today the best hunting areas have changed a lot in Argentina.
